Writing Stages
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Pencil Control Development - Development of a tripod grasp
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(Erhardt, 1994)

A child should be able to use a static or dynamic tripod grasp for writing. That means that: the pencil is held between the tips of the thumb, index
and middle fingers. The pencil is held in a relaxed way without too much pressure on the shaft of the pencil. The pencil rests on the hand between
the thumb and the index finger.
